The Call to be Holy 1 Corinthians 1:2
● Sanctify - Hagiazo - set apart for God

Since Every believer is sanctified in Christ Jesus a common
NT designation for all believers is Saints or “Holy Oners” .
Thus Sainthood or sanctification is not an attainment, it is
the state into which  God, in grace, calls sinful men, and in

which they begin their course as Christians. (W.  E. Vine
expository Dictionary of N. T. Words)

Holy - Hagios - separated- Among the Greeks, dedicated
to their gods. …”hece in scripture in its moral and spiritual
significance, separated from sin to God.” (W. E. Vines )
